Pepper Trail's Falcons are a close second with the
Binosaurs, under the leadership of Jim Livauudais
in third.

By all accounts it was a really great day with the
total number of species seen at 174. This may be a
RVAS record.

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THE CONSERVATION COLUMN
By Pepper Trail

The Oregon Audubon Council is comprised of repre-
sentatives from all the Audubon chapters in the state,
and works to promote the Audubon mission of pro-
tecting birds, their habitats, and fostering apprecia-
tion for the natural world. The OAC recently held its
spring meeting. Here is a summary of selected high-
lights from that meeting, prepared by Bob Sallinger
of Portland Audubon.

Oregon Audubon Council 2010-2011 Conserva-
tion Priorities Update

Important Bird Areas: Oregon's 97 designated Im-
portant Bird Areas (IBA's) represent the most impor-
tant locations in our state for bird nesting, resting and
breeding. Many chapters conduct protection, restora-
tion, monitoring and educational outreach activities
at their local Important Bird Areas. Important Bird
Areas in Jackson County include Table Rocks, Den-
man Wildlife Area, the Siskiyou Crest area, and the
Cascade-Siskiyou National Monument.

April 2011 Update: National Audubon is looking at
rearranging conservation priorities based on Flyways.
Portland Audubon has made a recommendation that
one of the flyway focuses be on bringing federal at-
tention to the most critical IBA Priorities in each
state.

Steens Mountain: Audubon played a central role in
passing the Steens Act nearly a decade ago which
protected vast areas of the Steen Mountain from de-
velopment. However, federal funding to acquire de-
velopment rights included in the Steens Act was
never appropriated by Congress. This funding is criti-
cal to ensure that new development pressures on the
mountain are not realized. OAC is very concerned
about proposed

wind development within the Steens Mountain Coop-
erative Management Area (CMPA).

April 2011 Update: Audubon continues to oppose
wind development within the Steens CMPA. Nego-
tiations have continued but have not been productive.
Litigation is increasingly likely to prevent this devel-
opment. No progress in congressional funding.

Klamath National Wildlife Refuge Comprehensive
Planning Process: Klamath National Wildlife Ref-
uge is in the process of developing the Comprehen-
sive Conservation Plan which will guide refuge ac-
tivities for the next two decades. Klamath has also
expressed a strong interest in strengthening connec-
tions with Audubon chapters across the State of Ore-
gon. The CCP process represents a critical opportu-
nity to ensure that one of the premier refuges in the
west is restored to health and strengthen Audubon's
connections with the refuge.

April 2011 Update: Draft CCP will be released later
this spring. Oregon Audubon chapters should submit
comments.

Marine Reserves: In 2009 Audubon played a pivotal
role in establishing the first marine reserves in Ore-
gon. In particular Audubon ensured that the needs of
avian species were considered and incorporated into
the Marine Reserve process. In 2011 we need to en-
sure that marine reserves are adequately funded via
the state budget process and build upon our 2009 suc-
cess by expanding the marine reserve system during
the 2011 legislature.

April 2011 Update: A Marine Reserves Bill(HB
2009) is moving forward in the 2011 Legislature. The
focus of this legislation is funding the marine re-
serves that were designated in the 2009 session. The
bill unfortunately contains a provision that would put
a moratorium on designating new marine reserves for
a decade. Audubon chapters are supporting the find-
ing but opposing the moratorium.

Wind Power: Oregon Audubon Council supports the
development of wind facilities at appropriate loca-
tions. However, the current lack of regulatory over-
sight of wind development and lack of comprehen-
sive planning for wind development in Oregon has
led to a situation where development unnecessarily
threatens wildlife populations and critical wildlife
habitats. During the 2011 legislative session two bills
may be introduced to address regulatory deficiencies:
1) A bill to ensure that all significantly sized wind
developments are permitted by the State Energy Fa-
cility Siting Council rather than the counties

2) A bill that would define a "single wind facility" to
keep developers from subdividing projects to avoid regu-
latory oversight.

April 2011 Update: Audubon and Oregon Natural Desert
Association introduced legislation that would define a
single energy facility so that developers could not subdi-
vide facilities to avoid state permitting processes. There
are also several bad wind bills in the 2011 session that
Audubon chapters are working to kill or modify.

Sage Grouse Protection: In 2010 the US Fish and Wild-
life Service determined that listing of the sage grouse
under the Endangered Species Act is "warranted but pre-
cluded" due to lack of resources. Like the northern spot-
ted owl, the sage grouse represents not only a species but
an entire imperiled ecosystem. All western states within
the sage grouse's range are developing science-based
plans to protect this species. Oregon sage grouse guide-
lines were supposed to go before the Oregon Department
of Fish and Wildlife Commission in December 2010 for
approval but were removed from the agenda under heavy
pressure from wind developers and counties. Wide sup-
port is necessary to ensure that ODFW quickly adopts
science-based guidelines and ensures adequate regulatory
authority to enforce protections for sage grouse.

April 2011 Update: The sage grouse plan will be brought
before the ODFW Commission in May. The plan remains
intact despite efforts by wind interests to weaken the
plan. Audubon chapters should send letters of support.

Raptor Protection Legislation: Despite the fact that it
has been illegal since 1918, birds of prey continue to be
illegally taken in Oregon. In 2009 Oregon Audubon
played a lead role in passing legislation to increase pro-
tections for birds of prey in Oregon. The legislation spe-
cifically increased the amount of damages that the state
could recover for illegal take of raptors from the former
level of $50 to current levels of $2000-$5000 per bird.
Legislation will be introduced to increase penalties (fines
and jail time) associated with these crimes.

April 2011 Update: Legislation was refined during Janu-
ary, February and March with involvement from Portland
Audubon, Oregon Hunters, Oregon Trappers, Fish advo-
cacy groups, Humane Society of the United States and
Republican legislators. The bill had its first hearing in the
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Senate on 4-7-11, with broad support including Port-
land and Lane County Audubon chapters, and no oppo-
sition. Continued support will be needed when it moves
to the House Side.

Wild Bird Conservation Act ("A Nickel for the
Birds"): Legislation will be introduced during the 2011
legislative session which will propose a 5 cent per
pound fee on bird seed which will be used to fund
avian conservation efforts in Oregon. By having birders
contribute financially to statewide avian conservation
efforts we will help ensure adequate and stable funding
to protect the birds we so greatly enjoy and increase our
leverage with the state fish and wildlife agency. Hunt-
ers and Fishermen have paid a tax on hunting and fish-
ing gear for the better part of a century--this provides
the primary source of revenue for ODFW. This has re-
sulted in a disparity where the 88% of the species in
Oregon which are not hunter or fished receive less than
2% of the ODFW budget. The Wild Bird Conservation
Act would provide approximately $2 million year
which would be used to fund a single avian conserva-
tion coordinator at ODFW with the rest of the funding
going into on the ground avian related restoration and
education projects. The fund would have an oversight
committee over conservation organizations and would
have a sunset clause in 2017 to help ensure that it was
appropriately administered. The Act was developed by
Portland Audubon, Backyard Bird Shops, and the
Wildlife Society

April 2011 Update: The bill has not yet had a first
hearing.

Remembering Bob Black - birding buddy.
The Rogue Valley birding community lost a good guy on April 5 when Bob died in Ashland Community Hospital.

Six years ago Bob decided to get serious about birding and determined that the way to improve his skills
was to go out as often as possible with a group of people who were better at it than he was.

To our little group of Wednesday regulars he offered his hearing (better than that of many in the
group) and his ability and willinghess to keep the list. He was in!

Of course it was rudely pointed out to him that his superior hearing was of no use unless he knew what
he was hearing so he signed up for classes and quickly became able to distinguish the call of a Mountain
Chickadee from the sound made by the remote locking of a car door.

He expressed his intention to "bird his brains out” and he birded wherever and whenever he had the op-
portunity. Within a couple of years he had reached the rank of Pretty Good Birder, the highest rank
available to the ever-modest "Birding Buddies”. RVAS participants in the Wednesday walks will remem-
ber Bob diligently keeping the records to be entered into eBird. They may also remember that he served
as RVAS Field Trips chair before his failing health compelled him fo give that up.

Bob was a man of strong likes and dislikes; he detested Dick Cheney and he loved the novels of Jane Aus-
ten. He was notoriously careless with his belongings, leaving enough clothing in other people's cars to
start a small thrift shop. Anyone who took a long trip in a car with Bob remembers his hearty laugh, his
equally hearty snore and the frequency with which he used his cell phone to tell members of his fam-
ily that he loved them. And everyone who birded with him will remember his enthusiasm, his humor
and the grace and courage with which he bore his health problems.

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Participating in the Birdathon by Bob Hunter

Rogue Valley Audubon Society's annual Jackson County birdathon is always one of the highlights
of my year. Not that I should need an excuse for something I enjoy so much, but the birdathon
provides the justification to make birding my highest priority for a few preparatory weeks, en-

suring that I will get out each spring and poke around looking for birds.

Spring is an exciting time for birders. Everything is changing quickly. Wintering birds are leav-
ing, shorebird and songbird migrants are passing through, and migratory breeding birds are ar-
riving, looking for nest sites and nest mates. Every year it's the same thrill to see that first
yellowthroat, the first rufous hummingbird, the first grosbeak. This year there was a songbird
and shorebird fallout a few days before the birdathon. As aresult, our team had a great Friday
evening of birding in a wonderful riparian area in Denman refuge along Little Butte Creek of f
Agate Road. All of a sudden, warblers, vireos, and flycatchers were everywhere.

Part of the fun is because birdathon is a tfeam effort, and not only our team but the compet-
ing teams are made up of friends who are just as passionate about birding, which is often
more of a solitary activity. The birdathon is also an opportunity to get reacquainted with
many of the county's birding hotspots (and maybe to find new ones!) and birds. It is great to
go back each year to certain spots and get the same birds, sometimes roosting on the same
twig.

The birdathon is pretty much the only day each year I stay up late to go out searching for
owls. This year we had a northern saw-whet owl respond to a tape and then continue its inces-
sant single noted call for many minutes. We camped out on Heppsie Mountain and awoke to a
calling pygmy owl and mountain quail. It was a great way to wake up, though a little chilly. One
year calling common poorwills kept us up most of the night.

The birdathon also offers some friendly competition and it is always exciting to get together at
the end of the day and learn what birds were seen and missed. Every year there are great sight-
ings. This year the Binasaurs saw a bank swallow and two years ago the Falcons saw a black-
throated sparrow. The birdathon is so much fun that it is easy to forget its purpose is a fund-
raiser for RVAS education programs. I am grateful that my spouse Gretchen hasn't forgotten
this, and fries to be as successful in getting pledges as our feam tries to be in getting species,
especially since getting the species is a lot more fun!
