Field Notes: The Changing Seasons
Compiled by Stewart Janes

It's been a relatively quiet month for birds in the Rogue
Valley (and across Oregon if the postings on OBOL are any
indication). Despite the general lack of unusual birds, the
first stirrings of spring are forcing themselves onto the val-
ley. We can hope that migration will bring a little more
excitement our way.

Tree Swallows have been arriving in better than expected
numbers for this early in the season. The first flocks were
noted on 1/26 at the Hammel Pond (GR) and remained
through at least 2/1 (DR, MM,LM). Others were at Den-
man and most recently (2/18) at Ashland Pond (KC). The
major influx is due in mid-March.

Turkey Vultures have started to flood into the valley, too,
right on schedule. The first was reported on 1/30 at the
Jefferson Nature Center (CP) with more following in the
following two weeks (JO,MM,LM,BB,BH,FL).

An early Cinnamon Teal was observed along the Talent
Greenway on 1/20 (PT). Other signs of spring include the
start of Mountain Quail “singing” on 2/6 (FL) and dawn
Robin serenades in the third week of February.

Next up in the spring arrival parade are Rufous Humming-
bird. | have no reports as of yet.

Sandhill Cranes have been making a little more noise than
usual as they pass high over the east side of the valley on
their way to the muskeg of Alaska and Canada. Flocks of
up to 200 were reported from the Pilot Rock area, Shale
City Road, Roxy Ann Peak and Eagle Point from 2/18-2/20
(HF,CP,FL).

Probably the most unusual sightings this month have been
the number of warblers. Small numbers of Yellow-
rumped Warblers are normal in winter and early migrant
flocks are just beginning to appear. It’s the others that are
noteworthy. The female Yellow Warbler at the Jefferson
Nature Center on 1/30 was most unusual (CP). A Town-
send’s Warbler or two is expected through the winter, but
the three sightings scattered from Ashland Pond to Ored-
son-Todd Woods to the Ridge Road in Ashland from 1/28-
2/20 (KC,RK,FE) was out of the ordinary. The Townsend’s
Warbler in Oredson-Todd Woods was accompanied by an

even more unusual Hermit Warbler. This is not the first
report of a Hermit Warbler in the valley this winter or
across Oregon. Strange happenings. The Orange-crowned
Warbler in southwest Medford on 1/28 was a bit early but
not that unusual (JH,GH).

Several observers continue to mention the general lack of
Lewis’s Woodpeckers this winter. Others in short supply
include Pine Siskins, Purple Finches, White-tailed Kites,
Say’s Phoebes, and Varied Thrushes.

Varied Thrush sightings have increased slightly this month
though still sparse (MS,EL,CP,HF,FL). About the only Say’s
Phoebe reported is the one hanging around the Presbyte-
rian Church in Jacksonville (LN,AB,HB). Another was in
Ashland on 1/17 (JB).

The hawks are getting frisky as nesting begins. Normally
indifferent to each other, Red-shouldered and Red-tailed
Hawks are tussling over turf. Liz Northrup noted an un-
usually aggressive interaction where two birds even locked
talons. Ferruginous Hawks have been scarce this winter,
but one was observed near Eagle Point on 2/15 (NB). An
unusual Harlan’s (Red-tailed) Hawk was at Emigrant Lake
on 2/6 (DA). This Alaskan form of the Red-tailed Hawk is
not often seen in the valley.

Other sightings of note include the dependable White-
throated Sparrow at Ashland Pond (KC,HF) and one in
southwest Medford (GH,JH), the Black-billed Magpies at
the new site along Dead Indian Memorial Road between
mileposts 6 and 7 (JO,JB), a Northern Shrike along Barnett
Road on 1/25 (LM,MM), and a Yellow-shafted (Northern)
Flicker in southwest Medford on 2/9 (JH,GH).

Beak Abnormalities: an Emerging Bird Heath
Crisis?

A recent paper in the Auk, the journal of the Ameri-
can Ornithologists Union, reported on a startling epi-
demic of beak abnormalities among birds in Alaska:
elongated, overgrown, or crossed beaks. A shocking
17% of Northwestern Crows and more than 6% of
Black-capped Chickadees in the populations studied
were afflicted. Alarmingly, this epidemic of “avian
keratin disorder,” as it’s called, appears to be spread-
ing south, with increasing reports from British Co-
lumbia and Washington state. So far, the cause is
mysterious - tests of affected chickadees have yet to
reveal any potential bacterial, viral, or environmental
cause.

Two weeks ago, [ got a call from Wildlife Images in
Grants Pass. They had just received a scrub jay with
a severely overgrown beak. This is the first such bird
that they’d seen — at least in years. Project Feeder-
watch, at the Cornell Laboratory of Ornithology, is
asking the public to send in records of “avian keratin
disorder” to document its spread and try to under-
stand its effects. We sent in this record, and Wildlife
Images is now on the lookout for birds with beak de-
formities. I encourage RVAS members to do the
same. If you observe any, please report the informa-
tion to Project Feederwatch — for more information,
google “project feederwatch beak abnormalities.”
Anti-Environmental Budget Passed by House Re-
publicans

As the winners are fond of saying, “elections have
consequences.” That fact has been brought home by
the first draft of the budget recently approved by the
new Republican majority in the House of Representa-
tives. If enacted, that budget proposal would:

e Prohibit the EPA from collecting information
about the sources and amounts of global warming
pollution and making this information available to
the public.

e Prohibit the EPA from setting limits on global
warming pollution from power plants, factories and
refineries, among the most significant sources of
greenhouse gas pollution in the United States.

e Prevent the United States from contributing to
the United Nations Intergovernmental Panel on Cli-
mate Change, the international body tasked with re-
viewing the most recent scientific and technical in-
formation on climate change.

e Eliminate funding for the development of the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration’s
Climate Service — a program to efficiently supply
scientific data and information about climate change
and its impacts.

e Reduce or eliminate funding for dozens of clean
energy and climate change-related programs across
government agencies.

Eliminate or reduce sources of international climate
finance funding, inhibiting the U.S.’s ability to honor
its international climate commitments.

All told, the EPA’s budget would be decreased by
about $3 billion, which is about 29% below 2010
levels.

In addition, the budget would remove federal protec-
tions for gray wolves, and turn management over to
the states. It would also:

e climinate funding to programs that support bird
conservation, including State Wildlife Grants,
North American Wetland Conservation Fund,
and the Neotropical Migratory Bird Conservation
Fund.

e limit the use of funds to implement the Bureau of
Land Management’s “Wild Lands” policy estab-
lished under a December 2010 order by the Sec-
retary of the Interior.

All these policies would do nothing to address the
fundamental problems of the federal deficit, but
would prevent the government from taking meaning-
ful action on climate change and many other vital
environmental priorities.

Fortunately, this is only the first step in what will
undoubtedly be a long process of confrontation and —
eventually — negotiation. Stay informed and in-
volved!

Ecological History of the Klamath-Siskiyous: A Landscape Approach: Date: April 31/May 1
The Klamath-Siskiyou Mountains are renowned for their complex and diverse ecosystems. What
makes this area so unique? What happened to create this fascinating landscape? Unravel the mys-
teries of the Klamath Geological Province with ecologist Tom Atzet, PhD and geologist John Roth,
MS. Discover how the interaction of plant species with the soils, geology and climate has given rise
to the unique ecosystems found in the area and examine the influence of disturbances on the char-
acteristics of our forests. Fee: $100.00
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Are mouse and rat poisons killing the birds and animals that do the job for free?

Rodent poison baits like "Just One Bite" may kill the rats, mice, and squirrels that are driving you
crazy, but they may also kill owls, hawks, dogs, cats, and coyotes, who are already killing your rats and
mice for free. During the several days it takes the target species to die, they are slow-moving and
more easily-caught, thus increasing the chance that predators higher in the food chain will eat them.
And they're still toxic even after they're dead. The way rodenticides work is by concentrating in the
liver, and causing the animal o slowly bleed to death in about 4 days. What the labels don't tell you is
that these poisons also sicken and kill anything that eats the animals that eat the poison, according to
a quick Google search that turned up 3 peer-reviewed studies (http://www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/
pubmed/19826750).

There's also the accidental ingestion problem. I wish I could forget the day I happened to catch our
dog, Ruthie, in the act of wolfing down what turned out to be rat poison. Dad had some "Just One
Bite" bars in the shop to control rats and mice, and somehow a rat or squirrel had apparently dragged
some bait out of its hiding place, where Ruthie found it. Fortunately I knew how to make her vomit
(see footnote), and after a terrifying trip to the vet, she turned out to be just fine. Me, I still have
nightmares.

So, what to do? Nothing's as easy as tossing around a few boxes or bars of Just One Bite from any
local hardware or feed store, but the consequences are appalling. It's not that difficult to exclude
mice and rats from many buildings, using steel wool, hardware cloth, and expanding foam insulation
(supposedly rats chew through but I haven't had that happen). Barns and shops are more challenging.
A barn owl family eats about 3,000 rodents a year, and they seems to love the most unhospitable-
looking nest boxes (we have three breeding pairs in nest boxes stuck up on posts on only 8 acres, and
they each raise 2- 3 broods each year). Habitat to encourage hawks and coyotes can help, if that's an
option. Mouse traps and rat traps are very effective with a little peanut butter, and we also use live
traps with a little peanut butter and sunflower seeds (don't ask what happens after we catch them).
There are also the sticky traps that are just too heart-rending for some of us, since unsticking them
and taking them to the home of someone you don't like just isn't an option.

Note: how to make your dog vomit. First, try not to panic. There is a dog poison control hotline (e.g.,
ASPCA 888/426-4435). Also, it takes awhile for the poison to get out of their stomachs. Use a tur-
key baster and 3% hydrogen peroxide (the kind you use for your skin, not for your hair!), 1 tsp of 3%
peroxide per 10 pounds of dog - e.g., 1 tablespoon for a 30-pound dog. I was so terrified I gave our 50
Ib dog a quarter cup but all that did was make her puke a lot, which the vet said was the point, after
all. For more info, see http://www.ehow.com/how_2212541_make-dog-vomit-using-hydrogen.html.
